Duane Lee Hamilton, age 80, of Cedar Falls, died Saturday, April 20, 2024, at
UnityPoint Allen Memorial Hospital in Waterloo, Iowa. 

 

He was born November 3, 1943, in Spencer, Iowa, the son of Harold and
Linnea (Gustafson) Hamilton. He graduated from Gillett Grove Schools.
Duane received a BA from the University of Northern Iowa in 1965. He served
in the US Army from 1967-1969.
